Title of Lesson: Fahrenheit 451: Literary Devices
Grade Level: 9-12

Lesson Objectives: 
All students will be able to define the following literary terms:  alliteration, imagery, metaphor, oxymoron, personification, simile, and symbolism.
Students will be able to locate literary devices in fictional writing.

I. Materials Needed:
Handout of literary terms and definitions for each student. One handout with two different selections of text from Fahrenheit 451.
PowerPoint slide with selected texts from Fahrenheit 451.

II. Anticipatory Set/Aim:
A. Mind Capture: Listen to the following two sentences and think about which one is more interesting and why.

Her argument was quickly failing. 

Her argument was falling to pieces like a tattered boat rapidly taking on 
water.

B. Bridge to Previous Learning: Talk about how literary devices add depth and meaning and interest to good writing.
C. Statement of Purpose:

To communicate well with others and to better understand others’ 
communications one often has to look beyond the literal meaning of 
words. Figurative language and its various literary techniques are an 
effective way to add depth and clarity to various means of communication.
III. Instructional Input: 
Ask the significance of the title. It is the temperature at which books burn.
Discuss the literary terms and give and ask for examples.
IV. An Opportunity to Practice:
A) Guided Practice: Put students in groups and assign each group one 
excerpt from Fahrenheit 451. As a group they should identify as many 
literary devices as possible within the excerpt. Students should label the 
examples with arrows or a highlighter.
       
     B) Independent Practice: Students will identify at least 10 literary devices in 

            the reading homework for tonight. They should write out the term and the 
                     

excerpt that illustrates it along with the page number on which it is found.
V. Closure:

What are some examples of literary devices and how are they used? Why might a writer use these types of devices?
VI. Multiple Intelligences:
Linguistic—Students will define and discuss a variety of literary devices.
Logical Mathematical—students will analyze a selection of literature and find examples of each kind.
Visual/Spatial—Students will identify and label various forms of figurative language. Students will visualize the images figurative language can evoke.
Interpersonal—Students will share examples from the selection with their group.
Assignment:  Using the definitions below, work with your group to identify and label examples of the following literary terms in your assigned selection. There may be more than one of each type of literary device. Be prepared to share your findings with the class and discuss the impact it makes on the reader.
· Alliteration:  The repetition of the same letter or sound at the beginning of adjacent or closely connected words. 

· Imagery:  Vivid descriptive language that appeals to one or more of the senses. 

· Metaphor:  a comparison of two unlike things in which one is described in terms of another. 

· Oxymoron:   a statement with two parts which seem contradictory. Examples: a wise fool, the sound of silence

· Personification:  a figure of speech in which an object, abstract idea, or animal is given human characteristics. Example: The raindrops danced on the windowsill.

· Simile:  a comparison between two different things using either like or as. Example: He was like a bull in a china shop.

· Symbolism:  The use of one object (a symbol) to represent or suggest something else. The use of symbols to represent ideas or qualities
