Philosophy of Education

In order to fully enjoy life, a student must believe that he or she has a purpose and is valuable, he or she must find and develop his or her gifts and talents, and he or she must develop the ability to interact and communicate with others effectively. I must teach them values and not just a subject. I will do this best by being an example.

Therefore, I must seek to involve myself in the community and to understand the various social factors within the community that impact the education of its students. I must also familiarize myself with resources within the community that are available to students and their families. Likewise, I must encourage the adults present in the lives of my students to be involved in the education of their children by keeping these adults involved and informed.
Samuel Butler said, “Every man's work, whether it be literature or music or pictures or architecture or anything else, is always a portrait of himself.” I firmly believe that my work (the outcome of my job) is not only a portrait of myself, but that my work (job) is to ensure that students understand that their work (product) is a reflection of themselves and will always impact themselves and those around them.
